1.3 TRIED HELPING SURENDRA TO SAVE HIS LIFE 
 
DATED: 23RD JUNE 2018 (SATURDAY) 
Surendra Kantura was working in a hotel in Amritsar, Punjab. On 28th of May 

2018 he fell down from the terrace of that building, gaining a brain injury which 

resulted in him admitting into the Corporate Hospital, Amritsar in Punjab. The 

doctors then declared that he has slipped into a coma. He was working there 

relentlessly to send those funds to his home for the treatment of his wife and for 

the education of his children. The family somehow collected a sum of INR 

800,000/- to pay the hospital bills but now they are not in condition to continue 

the treatment and decided to bring him back home leaving him to his destiny. 

They were also not able to pay the funds for changing the dressings of his head 

injuries. 

DATED: 03RD JULY 2018 (TUESDAY) 
When we at Samoon Foundation got informed about this, we hurried to the 
family and transfer him to AIIMS Rishikesh, providing the funds for the dressing 
team of doctors, the travelling from Amritsar to Rishikesh and the admission fees 
of AIIMS Rishikesh amounting a total of INR 30,000/-. The government of 
Uttrakhand with the help of Hans Foundation and Samoon Foundation assured 
the family of arranging funds for treatment.  He was brought in yesterday, i.e. 
02nd of July 2018 and after all his documents were processed and verified, a 
group of Senior Neurosurgeons inspected him and informed all of his family 
members and our volunteers that his spinal cord is broken and one of his eyes is 
damaged and due to not changing his dressings regularly, an infection has 
grown its roots inside the brain and no medical help is able to help him. Even if 
he is treated there is 1% chance of his survival with a lifetime disability which will 
make him a burden to his own family. Our members namely, Mr. Kamal Kant, Mr. 
Kamal Joshi, Mr. Narendra Maithani, Mr. Dhanbir Singh Jethuri, Mr. Sarop Singh 
Pundir, Mr. Vinod Rawat, Mr. Jitendra Jardari and many others went to the 
hospital personally to find a ray of hope but in vain. It is drastically painful to see 
a family member to be in such a state and not being able to do anything. We at 
Samoon are also very disappointed that circumstances took such a bad turn. 
 
DATED: 08TH JULY 2018 (SUNDAY) 
We came to know that Mr. Surendra Kaintura 
left this world at 5:30 IST today. Our heartfelt 
condolences are with his family and may his 
soul rest in peace. Though he has departed 
this life but, he has left behind his ill wife with 
a son and two daughters. We at Samoon are 
trying our level best to provide his children 
quality education and would also like all of you 
to help us out.

They 

had to wait for the whole night and had to start their journey in the morning by a 

GMOU bus. After giving their full fare until Srinagar when they asked to stop the 

bus due to some reasons, the bus driver left them stranded there and Mrs. Nandi 

Devi had to deliver her baby there and due to no medical attention the newborn 

died.  

  



 

This act of negligence and ignorance had caused them to lose their beloved child 

that they had anticipated so dearly. We took the initiative and asked the District 

Magistrate of Gopeshwar to look into this matter and to cancel the license of the 

bus driver and for the ambulance service of the Hospital to be changed.
